We do not want to force anyone to change
over if they have not graded so if you

want to keep your current sash, you are
OK to do so. We have allocated 6 month
for the complete change over.

Now your sashes will have an individual
character, both showing how you

achieved the sash and what other special
achievements you have made. You will
no longer need a separate sash for eac
discipline, they are all united and
cumulative under one sash colour.

So for instance, if you had say, graded

successfully the first 3 levels in Animal
Kung Fu and one each in Weaponry and
72 Fists, you would be a Red Sash with
the following markings on it;
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Assuming that you did the Animal levels
1% than the weaponry and last the 72
Fists; you would have a Red Sash with
those markings on them.
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Shaolin Kung fu are round. Special i?‘;
achievement like Student of the Year and
Month, Show and Competitions as well as
the centurion awards are square and
denote special achievements that do not
add to the sash level.

This system will make each Sash unique
and each sash will also be a record of
your training history!
